Substantial Rehab is defined as:  (7 of the 9 below must be met in order to qualify)

1. Wood floors- New install, hardwood, laminate, prefinished or refinish, sand two coat standard.

2. Carpet – New throughout in typical carpet installation areas (halls, bedrooms living rooms).  

3. Vinyl – New any combination of sheet goods, vinyl composite tiles (glue) or laminates.          

4. Kitchen counters and cabinets (min 10 lf) 2 yrs old and newer.

5. Interior finishes – entire unit painted new (less than 6 months) that is free of defects in walls, ceilings, trim and doors. (Cracks, dents, holes, un-sanded joint compound) with caulking trim to walls. Uniform in color and sheen per room. 

6. Exteriors- full paint or new vinyl siding. Roofing within 75% of rated lifespan of shingle, or membrane.

7. Systems/appliances installed within last 2 years that are energy efficient/energy star rated.  Two out of three must have been installed:  kitchen appliances, furnace/hot water heaters, washer/dryer  

8. Has new handicap ramp, or accessible bathroom.

9.  All new (within 2 yrs) vinyl replacement windows, Energy Star Rated.

               

     **Note – If the unit has specialty upgrades/ rehabilitation not reflected in this list, it may qualify at the discretion of the administration.  The owner will be required to list the scope of work they believe, based on the current guidelines set above, would qualify the unit for this program.
